
Based on the survey data in 2002, PPRIs accounted for 50-60% of
state funding to the S&T activities. Furthermore, technology-ori-
ented funding accounted for 61% of total state funding to the
PPRIs, with policy-oriented research accounting for 18%, social
sciences research 8.6% and natural sciences research 12.4%.

State funding covers infrastructure and current expenditures
of PPRIs. The infrastructure funding covers the expense of new
construction or expansion of infrastructure and is granted in
general on a long-term basis. The current expenditure finances
a variety of expenses: personnel and current operation, S&T
tasks (state, ministerial, and grassroots levels), basic surveys,
S&T information, and international cooperation. The current
expenditure accounts for a significant share of 70-80% of total
state funding. Among current expenditure, the share of payment
to salaries and current operations of institutes account for about
30%. The allocation of state funding has been gradually changed
from institutional funding, which covers the expenses of infra-
structure and personnel of the institutions without paying atten-
tion to the outputs, to project funding, which is based more on
the actual outputs. 
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
